4th Quarter: The Remix Project
Language Arts
Are there any new stories? Or are great stories only reinvented and we enjoy them in a new format? There are so many books out there, and many of them are made into movies or another form of media (plays). Why read a book, when you can see the movie, right? For your (potential) final project on the year, you will be evaluating the changes between a text and its dramatization, then creating your own dramatization from the novel you choose. 

Steps to Complete (in this order): 

· Select and read a book of your choice that has been made into a dramatization, or story that has been adapted to play or film version. If you are reading a graphic novel, get your hands on as many different versions of the graphic novel as possible. For example, read all the X-Men GNs you possibly can (one-two a week?). Plan to read only ¼ of the book every week. How many pages per week does that mean for you? Complete the book mark to help you (and turn one in). It’s important you stick to this timeline!!!

· Get the parent permission slip signed. You will have to read the book AND watch the dramatization (movie or play), so you and your parents need to be okay with the content you have chosen. Permission slips are due Thursday, April 2nd. 

· Take Cornell notes on the text as though you were going to turn it into a film - What do you feel is most important in the writing? Characters? Events? Climax? What props, stage directions, characteristics of drama would you include? This will be your weekly reading log, checked off each Friday - a minimum of two full pages a week for credit, with the required reflection on the bottom of that week’s notes. These will not be accepted late, so stay on top of your homework and use class time wisely. You will receive 45 minutes minimum of in-class reading time a week, so plan accordingly.
· Periodically, you’ll answer questions about your novel in regards to audience, mood, purpose, and static/dynamic characters. This is why you need to read ¼ of the text a week.

· Finish the novel & have completed notes on the novel by April 24th. As homework, submit what platform you will want to use with an explanation as to why you chose that platform (platforms explained below).
· Watch the film or play for your novel the week of April 27th-May 1st. 
· Research whether your novel is a remix or not (as a whole or are there parts adapted from other texts) April 29-May 1. You may need to bring your own devices for this research, so PLEASE address this with your parents.

· Write the script for your dramatization the week of May 4th-8th in class. No performances/projects will be accepted without a script approval. Scripts are due May 8th. 
· Create a dramatization of your novel to present on May 12th-15th. Must be between 4-6 minutes in length for the whole presentation. Parents will be invited into the classroom to view your final projects.
Dramatization Project Ideas:

· Graphic novel in color (10+ pages) with the dialogue & dramatization requirements below
· No stick figures or internet images

· Children’s Book in color (10+ pages) with the dialogue & dramatization requirements below
· No stick figures or internet images

· Pivot animation WITH voiceover
· Creaza – comic or movie editor

· Animoto slide show (or some other web 2.0 tool)

· Video Game adaptation/Minecraft
· Claymation

· Still image (photography) slide show with voice-overs or dialogue inserted using Paint

· Play performance of a peer’s script (solo or with others in class) (perform in class or record & we’ll watch in class) – must be memorized, in costume…all expectations of a play you would go see
· Other teacher approved ideas (bring them to the teacher to discuss)


Dramatization Requirements:

Final project must have ALL of the following evident in your project:

· lighting (What extra lighting should you bring in or how can you incorporate the lights in the room now?)

· stage directions (How do your characters move & act?)
· costumes

· props

· set

Presentation Requirements:

· Orally present the title, summary of text, and what you chose to keep the same from the novel in your dramatization. If you changed things, what are they and explain why.

· Orally present why you chose the scene you did (if you did not do the whole novel), and why you felt the platform you created the dramatization on was the best.

· Orally present whether or not your story is an original or a reinvention - if it’s a reinvention, summarize the original story. Explain what the purpose of the reinvention was (audience change, time era, etc.).

Evaluations:

· You will complete a self-evaluation of your performance, rating yourself on the rubric below, and providing written feedback on what you feel went well and what needed more work.

· As an audience member, you will complete the feedback sheet for two other performances. You will provide them written feedback as to what went well and what needed more work.
